Doctoral graduates also complete all requirements for Ohio 
Department of Education certification as school psychologists, 
consistent with national certification standards of NASP. In addi-
tion, graduates meet the coursework requirements for pursuing 
credentialing as a Board-Certified Behavior Analyst.

life skills
• School-wide practices to promote learning
